 1.0 Review Agenda & Minutes from May 19th 
meeting. 
 

 Approved with minor corrections. 

 2.0 Reports from Committees   

a. Assessment & Matriculation – Jim Ocampo 
 

Jim distributed minutes from April 23, 2014 and shared the 
following: 

 Annual Review of the Committee-The proposed changes 
were recommended: 
-Purpose refocused to reflect Student Success and Support 
Program (SSSP) rather than the 8 components of 
Matriculation. 
-Last year and this year, a recommendation was made to 
appoint an additional “at large” faculty member  (from a 
department not already represented on the committee). 

The Council agreed to the following: 

 Jim to conduct an e-vote of the 
Committee members regarding 
the addition of an instructional 
manager to be added to the 
membership.   

 If the vote is unanimous, the 
Council is supportive, and the 
amended committee membership 
will move forward to Academic 
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-Audrey shared that Irene Malmgren would like to have an 
instructional manager on the Committee.  This has not been 
approved by the Committee and the Committee will not meet 
again this year.  The Council endorsed Jim seeking an email 
vote to add an instructional manager.  If the vote in 
unanimous from the Committee, there was consensus from 
SP&S to approve the recommended change to the 
Committee.  Changes cannot move forward to the 
President’s Office until there the changes are approved by 
the Senate. 

 
Madelyn Arballo attended the meeting to address issues 
discussed at the last meeting regarding Continuing Education 
conducting “test prep” workshops at local high schools.  Madelyn 
shared that they were invited to conduct “test prep” sessions at 2 
high schools:  Sierra Vista in Baldwin Park (21) and Santana in 
Rowland (25).  Their session comprised 8 hours of 
“remediation”—brushing up on basic math (mostly).  Madelyn 
clarified that it was more of a basic skills remediation than a test 
prep tied to the credit program.  Madelyn explained that her 
teachers are trained to teach basic skills/adult basic education.  
She also explained that her teachers met with their credit faculty 
counterparts in English and math.  They plan to do further 
workshops this summer.

c. Student Equity – Alina 
 

Alina shared the following: 

 A summary report of the Student Equity Convening on 
May 23, 2014.  75 attended indicating keen interest 
across the campus.   

 Several Committee members attended a training meeting 
at USC through the Center for Urban Partnerships.  Many 
colleges have already written their plans.   

 
The Council discussed the following: 

 Clarification is needed regarding who is aggregating the 
material to write the actual plan.  Audrey shared that it 
was her understanding that the writing teams as well as 
notes from the convening session will be provided to the 
Student Equity Committee.  The Committee will then 
compile all of the input to complete a draft of the plan for 
approval in the fall.  The intention was for the members of 
the Committee to meet throughout the summer.  

 The Council reached consensus to schedule a special 
Council meeting on August 18 from 11:00 to 1:00 for the 
purposes of approving the draft Plan.

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3.0 2013-2014 Year End Accomplishments The Council reviewed the draft of the Year End 
Accomplishments.  The following were suggested revisions: 

 Add the dates that various items that were approved. 

 Add “revised AWE Rubrics were implemented.   

 Add Reading Task Force was a joint effort with this 
Council (and Assessment and Matric Committee) and the 
Senate.   

 Breakdown “Information Review” section into separate 
sections.   

The Council came to a consensus to 
move forward with the document.

 II.B.1:  evaluate quality of student support services:  not 
relevant to SP&S 

 II.B.3:  equitable access and service location and delivery 
method:  check off highly effective.  EVIDENCE:  online 
counseling, online orientation, placement testing at high

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schools as well as transportation to complete placement 
testing on campus, 411 Information Sessions.  GAPS:   
assessing effectiveness of online services—current data 
needed; review of accommodations across the campus.
