o Housing (Rigo): Koji reported on behalf of Rigo. Still pending cases on housing for some
students. It takes time to identify locations and they must meet certain criteria that Jovenes
has. Koji applauded Rigo and his team for working with Jovenes. An, (student rep.) asked if
we are going to be building housing with funds received from the state. Koji responded that
there are no plans to build housing on campus, funds will be used to expand services with
partnerships like Jovenes and other programs.
