The Certificate in Administration of Justice program is intended to prepare students for
entry-level law enforcement.
The courses emphasize the modern role of law enforcement and corrections within the
criminal justice systems. Written and oral communication skil ls are a consistent focus.
Entry-level employment opportunities after program completion may include law
enforcement as peace officers, corrections officers, custodial officers, non-sworn security
and investigations, other non-sworn positions in law enforcement, and public service.
Average pay ranges from mid $80,000 to $110,000.
