Math high school faculty reported numerous issues they 

face, including insufficient textbooks and how common core 

and the SBAC are changing assessment methods.  

The committee also discussed moving the conference to 

spring. 

 

Many high school instructors expressed that the AWE 

prompts are not aligned with the kinds of writing students 

are doing in their junior and senior years. M. Dougherty 

noted that the prompts do not align with the kinds of writing 

students do in the courses into which they are being placed.  

For this reason, she asked that we begin using a third prompt 

as soon as we can without interfering with the pilot for the 

revised rubric. 

M. Dougherty also asked about whether we are tracking 

success data from students who have completed a test 

information session for math or English. D. Necke reported 

that Basic Skills tracks the success rates for students who 

complete the boot camps prior to testing.
