5.  The committee highly recommends that minors are identified on the roster 
with some form of notation.  
 
On BP 5010, I omitted Enrollment in to courses requires professor approval.   
 
On AP 5011, "through a list of courses approved by the department." to the 
first page, third paragraph.  In the 5th paragraph omit College President/CEO 
and added the Dean of Counseling.  On page 2, 2nd paragraph omitted "and 
obtain professor approval to enroll in the course."   
 

The Council approved the Task Forces’ 
recommendations, AP 5011, and BP 5010. Lina will 
make the revisions and will forward them to 
Michelle for the Executive Academic Senate 
meeting.  

d. AP 5055- Enrollment Priorities- Audrey The Council reviewed the recommended language from the district office. The 
recommended language referred to the regulation of giving priority registration 
to students who are in the military or who have been currently discharged 
within two years. The Council questioned the time requirement.

The Council discussed the memo requesting for approximately 30 TPI 
students to have priority registration “only” for TPI classes. This process was 
done manually by staff in admission and records. George presented his 
concerns of having his staff continuing this process. The Council 
recommends "status quo" for this year.  The Council agreed that Priority 
registration under AP5055 was not appropriate and that Banner may present 
some opportunities that we have not yet considered so that students can 
register themselves in these classes.
