Discipline  Expert Resolution –  M.  Sampat  This  resolution ensures tha t discipline  experts  are ma king  
primary  decisions a bout curriculum.  
 
If necessary,  the  Academic  Senate  designee a nd  Curriculum 
Liaison will be a cting  as me diators  to  determine  whether or not 
curriculum decisions  will  move fo rward  when discipline  experts  
and  the  department  do  not agree.   
 
If the  resolutions  passes,  a  more  formal  process  or protocol 
might need to   be d eveloped.   
 
C&I members a greed  that  a  modification that specifies tha t  
“discipline  faculty  in  the  department in which the  course  is  
placed” need  to  approve  new  or modified  curriculum.  

Catalog  Errors  Notifications  –  J.  Fowler  Jamaika  expressed  that there s hould  be a   way  to  notify  the  
campus  when  errors ha ve b een corrected  in  catalog.    
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Once  the  catalog  is  printed,  there is   nothing  else a dded  or  

edited.  The mid year addendum will show  new  programs a nd  
corrections.  

Counselors  are e ncourage to   use  the e lectronic  catalog  as  it is  
up-to-date  and  may  contain corrections  that  the  printed  catalog  
will not reflect  

Pass/No  Pass  –  J.  Fowler  If we  remove  the  limit on P/NP  grading,  there  is  a  concern about 
students  who  decide to   go  to  a  CSU or UC  which  may  have a   top  
limit  of Pass/No  Pass c ourses.   
 
One  immediate s olution is  to  have facu lty  members c onsider  the  
grading  option  they  are  choosing.  This  can be v erified d uring  
prescreening.  
 
A long-term  option is  to  require  faculty  members  to  select the  

grading  option  and  provide s ome  rationale  for the  selection if 
P/NP  is  being s elected a s re quired.  
 
There  is  no  way  to  alert  students  using  Map  P/NP  courses  they  
are  taking  and  there is   no  way  to  program MAP  to  accommodate  
students  who  change the ir  mind  about the  grading o ption.  
 
A warning  in  catalog  directed  to  students  about grading  options  
was  suggested.
