The ADT guide has been completed with 25 ADT programs. 
The guide provides centralized information about career, 
major and other important resources AST-AAT degrees. 
There are 8 actively ADT programs conducting podcasts 
featuring an episode for each degree. Students will 
interview faculty and share their own experiences, and 
stories. The students will also participate by explaining why 
they like the classes they’ve taken within the degree 
program. An expert has been hired to interview for the 
website content. Interviews will be conducted monthly 
beginning May 2021 and should hopefully be concluded by 
Fall.
